Meeting Agenda and Summary of Discussion

1. Introductions
B. Muller read the accessibility statement and Matt Archer (MPO staff) called the roll.

2. Public Comments

Jeremy Thompson, Manager of Policy and Planning at the 495/MetroWest Partnership,
thanked the MPO for its leadership in these challenging times. He advocated on behalf
of the Framingham Mobility Study, which had previously been included in the UPWP
Universe but has been removed this cycle, noting the regional significance of
Framingham as a transportation and employment center. He also noted that
Framingham has seen significant transit-oriented development.
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3. Meeting Summary of June 25, 2020—Approval of this summary
A motion to approve the summary was made by Tom O’Rourke (Town of
Norwood/Three Rivers Interlocal Council) and seconded by Tom Bent (City of
Somerville/Inner Core Committee). The motion carried unanimously.

4. Action Item: Approval of the FFY 2021 UPWP—Sandy Johnston,
UPWP Manager
S. Johnston introduced the final draft FFY 2021 UPWP. The MPO had voted on May 28
to release the document for public comment, with the public comment period running
concurrently with the month of June. The committee will vote to forward the document to
the MPO for final endorsement. S. Johnston briefed the committee on some minor
tweaks made to the document to reflect changes in project budgets, mostly due to
impacts to MPO work from the COVID-19 emergency. He also reviewed the six
comment letters received during the public comment period, all of which are
documented in Appendix B of the UPWP. The comments are summarized below as
follows:

e MassDOT’s Office of Transportation Planning provided a number of helpful
comments about details in the document, and verified that it meets requirements.

e The Regional Transportation Advisory Council encourages the MPO to continue
to include a strong focus on equity in studies, and supports opportunities to
comment on study work scopes while in development, if that does not burden
staff.

e The Massachusetts Bay Transportation Authority Rider Oversight Committee
noted a number of studies that the committee is enthusiastic about, and the
committee is impressed by the MPO'’s public outreach efforts.

e The 495/MetroWest Partnership appreciates the MPQO’s 3C (continuing,
comprehensive and cooperative) planning, and raised a number of concerns
about regional distribution of study work products. The Partnership is supportive
of several FFY 2021 tasks, and would like the MPO to reconsider a Framingham
mobility study that was removed from the UPWP Universe during the FFY 2021
development process.

e The Institute for Transportation and Development Policy supports priority for bus
and transit-related analysis in several studies programmed in FFY 2021.

e A member of the public, Clark Frazier from Hingham, would like the MPO to look
into studying bottlenecks in the Southeast Expressway/Old Colony commuter rail
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lines corridor, and advocates for additional funding for studies on the future travel
needs of older residents of the region.

S. Johnston explained that he has written responses to each of the commenters; the
committee can write formal responses of its own if it would like, but that has not been
the practice in the past.

B. Muller commented that it is good to see so many stakeholders watching carefully and
reaching out, and that is one of the great things about the Boston Region MPO.

Lenard Diggins (Regional Transportation Advisory Council) made a motion to approve
the UPWP and forward it to the MPO for endorsement. The motion was seconded by T.
O’Rourke. The motion passed unanimously.

5. Members Items
There were none.

6. Next Meeting

The next meeting is planned for August 6, 2020. It will likely include approval of
Amendment Two to the FFY 2020 UPWP, and a vote to send Amendment Three of the
FFY 2020 UPWP to the MPO to release for public comment.

7. Adjourn
A motion to adjourn was made by T. O’Rourke and seconded by T. Bent. Without
objection, the meeting adjourned.

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The Boston Region Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) operates its programs, services, and activities in
compliance with federal nondiscrimination laws including Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 (Title VI), the Civil
Rights Restoration Act of 1987, and related statutes and regulations.

The Boston Region MPO considers these protected
populations in its Title VI Programs, consistent with federal interpretation and administration. In addition, the Boston
Region MPO provides meaningful access to its programs, services, and activities to individuals with limited English
proficiency, in compliance with U.S. Department of Transportation policy and guidance on federal Executive Order
13166.

The Boston Region MPO also complies with the Massachusetts Public Accommodation Law, M.G.L. ¢ 272 sections
92a, 98, 98a, which prohibits making any distinction, discrimination, or restriction in admission to, or treatment in a
place of public accommodation based on race, color, religious creed, national origin, sex, sexual orientation,
disability, or ancestry. Likewise, the Boston Region MPO complies with the Governor's Executive Order 526, section
4, which requires that all programs, activities, and services provided, performed, licensed, chartered, funded,
regulated, or contracted for by the state shall be conducted without unlawful discrimination based on race, color, age,
gender, ethnicity, sexual orientation, gender identity or expression, religion, creed, ancestry, national origin, disability,

veteran's status (including Vietham-era veterans), or background.
