RE: Recommendation to Approve the Draft SFY 2022 CTPS Operating
Budget

1 INTRODUCTION

The Administration and Finance Committee met on June 17, 2021, to discuss the
draft state fiscal year (SFY) 2022 operating budget for Central Transportation
Planning Staff (CTPS). Hiral Gandhi, Director of the Finance and Operations
group, provided the committee with detailed information on the line-item budget,
anticipated funding sources, and the five-year computer plan.

2 DISCUSSION

The SFY 2022 draft operating budget totals $6,679,650 and supports 58
positions. This budget is $231,650, or three percent, more than the approved
SFY 2021 budget of $6,448,000. SFY 2021 spending is projected to end at
$5,811,775, approximately 10 percent less than budgeted.

3 RECOMMENDATION

Having conducted a satisfactory review of the SFY 2022 CTPS operating budget,
the Administration and Finance Committee unanimously recommends approval
of the budget to the board of the Boston Region Metropolitan Planning
Organization.

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Recommendation to Approve the Draft SFY 2022 CTPS Operating Budget July 1, 2021

The Boston Region Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) operates its programs, services, and activities in
compliance with federal nondiscrimination laws including Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 (Title V1), the Civil
Rights Restoration Act of 1987, and related statutes and regulations.

The Boston Region MPO considers these protected
populations in its Title VI Programs, consistent with federal interpretation and administration. In addition, the Boston
Region MPO provides meaningful access to its programs, services, and activities to individuals with limited English
proficiency, in compliance with U.S. Department of Transportation policy and guidance on federal Executive Order
13166.

The Boston Region MPO also complies with the Massachusetts Public Accommodation Law, M.G.L. ¢ 272 sections
92a, 98, 98a, which prohibits making any distinction, discrimination, or restriction in admission to, or treatment in a
place of public accommodation based on race, color, religious creed, national origin, sex, sexual orientation,
disability, or ancestry. Likewise, the Boston Region MPO complies with the Governor's Executive Order 526, section
4, which requires that all programs, activities, and services provided, performed, licensed, chartered, funded,
regulated, or contracted for by the state shall be conducted without unlawful discrimination based on race, color, age,
gender, ethnicity, sexual orientation, gender identity or expression, religion, creed, ancestry, national origin, disability,

veteran's status (including Vietnam-era veterans), or background.
